So many new developments are 
buzzing around Saint Lukeôs these 
days: a capital campaign, masonry 
repair, the departure of beloved 
staff and the arrival of their excit-
ing replacements; itôs important 
that we celebrate these milestones 
in our common life.  One of those 
is the re-assigning of roles to focus 
our clergy resources on the key out-
comes articulated in our vision.  
Accordingly, each of our clergy 
now has distinct and coherent ar-
eas of focus in addition to their 
sharing of Saint Lukeôs pastoral 
care, worship leadership and 
preaching. 

The Rev. David R. 
Anderson, Rector, 
will continue as our 
ñvisionary leader,ò 
guiding the work of 
this community in 
implementing our 

vision. He will preach, teach, super-
vise, and write in ways that keep us 
all focused on deepening our faith, 
building an accepting and trans-
forming community, and working 
alongside our neighbors for a better 
world. 

The Rev. Lynda Z. Tyson, Sen-
ior Associate Rector, will be the 

ñchief operating of-
ficerò of the parish, 
monitoring the plans 
and outcomes of all 
our ministry pro-
grams, while oversee-
ing the parish ad-

ministration, finances, communica-
tions and physical plant. 

The Rev. Dr. Paul J. Carling, 
Associate Rector, will focus on 

ñcommunity 
building,ò making 
all aspects of the 
parish accessible to 
seekers, welcoming 
newcomers, over-
seeing ñCaring 
Connectionsò (our 

pastoral care ministries), develop-
ing small groups and classes to 
deepen our faith and our commu-
nity, and helping send us into the 
world through outreach and Per-
son to Personôs work. 

The Rev. Andrew 
W. Walter, Associ-
ate Rector and our 
newest clergy mem-
ber, will focus on 
ñchild, youth and 
family ministries,ò 
overseeing the 

youth program, confirmation, chil-
drenôs ministries, early communion 
preparation, Vacation Bible 
School, and the Saint Lukeôs Parish 
School.

Capital Campaign Update 

Moving Right Along!

If you have been on the Saint 
Lukeôs campus this summer, you 
will have seen scaffolding up and 
around the Education building. At 
the July Vestry meeting, the pro-
posal presented by B&G for the 
Masonry Remediation Project was 
approved with unanimous support. 
Columbia Restoration and Hoff-
man Roofing are the contractors 
providing the masonry and roofing 
work, while we have retained Hoff-
man Architects to manage the pro-
ject. We are fortunate enough to 
have Bob Lamkin, long-time parish-
ioner and B&G expert, serving as 
the clerk of the works for this pro-
ject. Work started in mid-July and is 
planned to be completed before the 
cold weather sets in. At the focus 
groups held earlier this year, the 
cost of the masonry repair was esti-
mated at $800,000. The actual con-
tracts total just under $770,000, 
including a 10% contingency allow-
ance. 

The Campus Development Com-
mittee, ably chaired by Junior War-
den, Steve Gramps, has been work-
ing overtime over the past few 
months developing the master plan 

for the campus. Along with Gil Lef-
ferts, another long-time parishioner 
and architect with Hall Partnership 
Architects, LLP, they met with all 
the various groups of our parish 
family including clergy, staff and 
Person-to-Person. After countless 
hours spent pouring over many it-
erations of site and floor plans, the 
master plan was presented to the 
Vestry on August 1. The plans in-
clude both renovation of current 
space and building for new space 
and were met with great enthusiasm 
and excitement by the Vestry. The 
master plan will be rolled out to the 

Parish at the start of the Capital 
Campaign. 

Meanwhile, plans for the cam-
paign itself are well underway. Our 
new campaign consultant from 
Klote and Associates, Herb Mahan, 
was on campus July 28 and 29 to 
help us get started. Herb spent the 
weekend becoming familiar with 
our buildings, plans, people and 
vision! We are blessed to have John 
Macfarlane repeating his role from 
the Generation to Generation cam-
paign as Chairman. The steering 
committee has been formed and 
each committee chair is working to 
fill their committee needs from our 
very talented pool of Parishioners. 
The campaign will officially start 
with a festive kick-off event in early 
January. 

We have made great progress 
over the past few months towards 
providing the resources and space 
needed for our Parish to be truly 
Living Our Vision. These are exciting 
times for Saint Lukeôs and those of 
us who have been working on the 
plans eagerly await the opportunity 
to share that excitement with you.
